(CGA) with the Springfield Foundation as
away to secure income for life and to
provide additional financial resources to
benefit the community forever. Earlier this
fall, Robert and Ruth established their

second CGA with us building upon the
legacy they began more than a decade ago.

The Bayleys have instructed the
Foundation to convert all of their funds
into one unrestricted fund for the general
benefit of the community when they pass
away. Unrestricted funds provide the
Springfield Foundation the opportunity to
determine their best use on an annual basis
through the Foundation’s grantmaking
program.

Make the Gift of a Lifetime

There is good news for Springfield
Foundation donors over 70 - and for Clark
County. Anew law makes it possible to
give individual retirement account (IRA)
assets to charity during 2006 and 2007, free
from federal tax. Formerly, all lifetime
distributions from IRAs were taxed - even
those given to charity.

This means, now, our donors can give
far more with less. IRA assets may be an
attractive giving option for you if you are:

= Over 70 %2 and now receiving
minimum IRA distributions - but do
not need the extra income.

= Interested in making a significant
lifetime gift.

During 2006 and 2007, the new law
allows those age 70 /2 and older to transfer
up to $100,000 from an IRA to charity each

year - tax-free. If married, each spouse can
transfer $100,000 per year from his or her
IRA.

Using IRA assets to make a gift during
your life, as opposed to giving via bequest
in your will, enables you to experience the
joy of making a major gift.

“We’re ready to help our donors take
advantage of this legislation and make gifts

during their lifetimes. Our personalized
service and local expertise helps donors
address the charitable causes most
important to them,” said Robin Atwood
Pfeil, Springfield Foundation Executive
Director.

Example: Mr. Smith, age 75, has accumulated approximately $2,000,000 in his IRA accounts.
He has other sources of wealth and has plans to leave a sizable estate to his heirs, church and alma
mater. Mr.and Mrs. Smith also care deeply about a local youth organization and have been thinking

about how they might provide them support.

Under the new law, Mr. and Mrs. Smith can assist this charity by creating a fund at the Springfield
Foundation and then transfer his IRA funds to it tax free. He can transfer up to $100,000 in 2006 and
anather $100,000 in 2007. In addition, his wife can also make similar gifts from her IRA accounts.



Clark County Literacy

literacy issues for adults and children in
Clark County.

The Benefits of Donating Stock

Donations to your favorite charity do not
have to be in cash. If you want to make a
charitable gift, you can donate stock and
the charities you have selected reap the full
value of your donation.

When you donate shares of stock that
you have held for more than one year, you
may deduct the value of the stock on the
day the stock was donated from your taxes.
The capital gains that you would pay if
you sold the stock outright are avoided.
The charities win because you have made
a donation to them, and you win because
you have helped the charities, avoided
capital gains, and also received a charitable
deduction.

Examplei Suppose you are in a tax

bracket that would apply a twenty percent
capital gains tax. You have 100 shares of

stock that you bought at $10.00 a share six
years ago, for a total original cost of $1,000.
The value of the stock has risen and you

decide it is time to sell. On the day of the
sale, the average price of the stock per share

was $20.50. If you sold all of your shares,
the selling value would be $2,050 and you
would owe a twenty percent capital gains
tax on the $1,050 profit you made. That's
$210! If you donate the stock instead, you
would avoid the capital gains tax of $210
and you would also receive a charitable
deduction of $2,050!

Donations of stock can be handled
easily at the Springfield Foundation by
creating a Charitable Checking account.
This is a great way to benefit multiple
charities with one simple stock transfer.
Simply transfer stock into the account and
receive a charitable deduction for the
amount of your gift. The Foundation then
sells the stock, free of capital gains, and
deposits the proceeds (sale value minus
broker fees) into the account. Now, you

Foundation Invests In New
Healthcare Campus

Over the years the Springfield Foundation
has been engaged in several activities
designed to help promote and sustain the
well being of Clark County, but few
initiatives will have as far reaching an
impact as the new Community Mercy
healthcare campus.

One of the largest community projects
to date has been the merger of the two local
hospitals, Mercy and Community, into
Community Mercy Health Partners
(CMHP), resulting in the construction of a
new regional medical facility. The building
project will provide a major economic
stimulus for the region and is the most
significant development project to impact
our community in the past decade.

Just as significant as the merger itself,
was the decision where the new healthcare
campus would be located. During the
decision-making process, potential hospital

city and urban core and accelerate various
efforts to revitalize the downtown.

The decision to locate the medical
campus downtown did not come without
additional financial burden. Additional
government and private funding was
needed to assist the project which could
not be accomplished without community
collaboration and support. The Springfield
Foundation, along with other possible
partners, was approached to consider its
potential involvement in a not-for-profit
Limited Liability Company (LLC) that
would provide funding to acquire an
additional 40 acres of land adjacent to the
area identified as the downtown hospital
site. This second 40 acres will be used for
future expansion.

As a member of Healthy City
Investments, the Springfield Foundation
will invest $200,000 per year over the next

sites were reviewed and evaluated. The
choice of a location was between a
greenfield site outside the City of Springfield
and a downtown Springfield location.
Greenfield sites provide adequate acreage
without the need for demolition of existing
structures, purchase of properties for future
expansion, relocation of families, and
environmental cleanup. Downtown sites
often have the potential to drive future
economic and cultural development and
expansion. Eventually, CMHP’s Site
Selection Advisory Committee
recommended a downtown location. This
critical decision has provided a tremendous
opportunity to renew Springfield’s center

ten years to assist with the acquisition of
property, help pay for the relocation of
roads, utilities and other demolition costs
and support site preparation activities —all
necessary and important factors to achieve
this important community goal. “We
believe our $2 million investment in this
project will ultimately impact positive
change in our community, preserving
equitable access to medical services for
residents in all geographic areas of Clark
County,” said Robin Atwood Pfeil,
Foundation Executive Director. “We are
proud to be a partner for the region’s and
our community’s overall health and
benefit.”

Fund Provides for Deaf and
Hard of Hearing Needs

Huston Moores was born in Springfield,
Ohio in 1895 where he lived his entire life.
During his childhood Huston began to lose
his hearing. Because of strong family
support, he went on to business school in
Cincinnati, entered the family business as
ayoung man, obtained instruction in lip
reading, and had the latest in hearing aid
devices. In 1922, he married Helen Ness
of Springfield. Huston was a successful
businessman, an avid amateur
photographer who was generous with his
talent, and he spent many hours reading
law books in his attorney’s office. He was
sociable and generous with his family in
every way. Huston retired from the family
business, the Moores Lime Company, in
1960 and died at the age of 78 in 1973.

In 1986, Helen and Huston Moores’
daughter, Jean Moores McCulloch,
established an endowment fund at the
Springfield Foundation in her parent’s
memory. The purpose of the fund is to
provide charitable support to develop and
improve programs which serve the social,
emotional, cultural, educational and job
training needs of deaf and hard of hearing
citizens of Springfield and Clark County,
Ohio, and their families. The Fund assists
programs and organizations which serve
individuals of all ages, however, special
attention is paid to supporting programs
which focus on children at as early an age
as can be productive and helpful. Over
the years, the fund has provided funding
for numerous activities throughout Clark
County, such as, camps for Kids of Deaf
Adults (KODA), interpretative services for
the deaf and hard of hearing at select
Springfield Arts Council performances,
summer workshops and camps for the

deaf, and even
auditory screening
equipment that is
in use at the
Rocking Horse
Center today.

In 2000, the
Foundation began
to develop an Advisory Committee to
support the work of the Fund and in
early 2001 the first meeting was held.

The committee is composed of area
professionals working to provide support
services for the deaf and hard of hearing,
as well as local concerned citizens working
in related fields. Deaf individuals from
within the local community also serve as
members. The committee meets at least
twice a year to discuss the needs of the
local deaf community as well as the various
programs that exist which aim to serve this
population.

Presently, and for as long as she may
wish and be able, Helen and Huston’s
daughter is an active member of the
committee. After her death, the Springfield
Foundation will continue to work with the
committee to keep abreast of issues relevant
to serving the needs of the deaf community
and to seek advice regarding possible grant
recipients for the Fund’s income.

Helen and Huston’s generosity during
life is evident through their daughter’s
kindness. Now and forever, the fund she
created in their memory will give the service
providers of Clark County’s deaf and hard
of hearing community additional resources
to assist with these disabilities. These funds
are provided so that those in need may
experience the fullness of life just as Huston
Moores did.
